Aim: The purpose of this contract is to perform the functions of research in management and processing of documentary information manuscript and printed background (XVII to XVIII centuries)
Requirements of the candidate: 
General requirements
• Have reached the age of sixteen and have not reached the legally established retirement age.

• Not suffer from illness or be affected by physical or psychological limitation that is incompatible with the performance of the corresponding functions. The proposed candidates must undergo a medical examination by the Prevention Service hired by the University of Burgos.

• Not have been separated, through disciplinary proceedings, from the service of any of the Public Administrations, nor be disqualified from performing public functions.

• Nationality: Spaniards and nationals of Member States of the European Union will be able to participate in this call, who will enjoy the same treatment and the same effects as Spanish nationals. These provisions shall also apply to nationals of those States to which, by virtue of International Treaties concluded by the European Union, the free movement of workers applies in the terms in which it is defined in the Treaty Establishing the Community. European This contract will not be subject to conditions or requirements based on nationality. This possibility will always be conditional on applicants from countries that are not members of the European Union being in Spain in a situation of legality, being holders of a document that enables them to reside and to be able to access the labor market without limitations or that may obtain the work authorization or the exception to the authorization based on the hiring proposal made in the fourth base.

• Qualification: Being in possession of the title required in the specific requirements, or receipt of having paid the rights for its issuance

• Not to be found in any of the prohibitions that for the obtaining of the condition of beneficiary are included in article 13 of the Law 38/2013, of November 17 General of Subsidies.

• The economic endowment of this contract is initially € 2,550 gross, distributed throughout the contract. This amount will include all the costs that this contract generates that will include the salary, the employer's Social Security contribution, the apportionment of extraordinary payments and the compensation that may be applicable.

• The contract to be carried out will be a specific work or service linked to said project, it will start from its formalization and will have an initial duration of three months, with a gross monthly payment of € 600. This compensation includes the apportionment of extraordinary payments. In no case may it extend beyond the expected date of completion of the project (12/31/2020), unless the project is extended.

• The contract is conditioned to the existence of adequate and sufficient credit in the aforementioned project.
