BY AND BETWEEN
The party of the first part, José Miguel García Pérez, Rector Magnificus of the University of Burgos, appointed pursuant to Castilla y León Regional Government Agreement no. 114/2024 of 12 December 2024 (published in the Castilla y León Official Gazette number 242 of 16 December 2024), acting for and on behalf of the University of Burgos, by virtue of the powers conferred through Article 50 of the University System Act, Organic Law 2/2023 of 22 March 2023, and Articles 81 and 83 of the Castilla y León Regional Government Agreement 262/2003 of 26 December 2003, which approved the Statutes of the University of Burgos and with authority to approve the Collaboration Agreements by virtue of the delegation of powers adopted by the Governing Council Agreement dated May 21, 2024 (BOCYL No. 102, of May 28, 2024).
And the party of the second part, ____________________, in their capacity as (specify position) ____________________ of the University of ____________________, ____________________, by virtue of the powers conferred through (regulation that grants power of representation and the power to sign the Agreement).
Both parties, mutually recognizing each other’s legal capacity to sign this Agreement and on behalf of the entities they represent,
HEREBY DECLARE:
One. The University of Burgos (hereinafter UBU) is a public law institution with its own legal personality and assets for the achievement of its aims and the development of its functions. It enjoys autonomy pursuant to Article 27.10 of the Spanish Constitution, the University System Act, Organic Law 2/2023 of 22 March 2023 and Article 2 of the Statutes of the University of Burgos. Among its general functions, the UBU is responsible for the education and training of students through the creation, development, transmission and critical evaluation of scientific, technological, social, humanistic, artistic and cultural knowledge, as well as the capacities, competences and skills inherent thereto [Article 2.2 (a) of the University System Act]. The UBU is also responsible for the establishment of relations with other universities, institutions, bodies, public law corporations, public administrations or companies and local, national and international entities, in order to carry out certain university functions, pursuant to Article 3.2. (q) of the University System Act and Article 5 (k) of its Statutes, as approved by Castilla y León Regional Government Agreement no. 262/2003 of 26 December 2003.
Two. (nature and aims or purpose of University of ____________________)
Three. The two universities have the common aim of promoting and developing scientific cooperation between their research groups and thus it is of the utmost interest to encourage the mobility of doctoral students from the respective institutions.
Four. The Universities of Burgos and ____________________ have signed a General Protocol of Action dated [indicate the date of the Protocol], specifying that it will be developed through the signing of specific Agreements with the aim of producing doctoral theses under joint supervision. 
For these purposes, both parties agree to sign this Specific Cooperation Agreement, which shall be governed by the following
CLAUSES
ONE. PURPOSE OF THE AGREEMENT 
The purpose of this Agreement is to establish the bilateral (or plurilateral) institutional cooperation that will allow for the joint supervision of the doctoral thesis of the doctoral student ____________________, entitled “____________________”

TWO. THESIS DIRECTORS
The doctoral student shall carry out the research that constitutes their doctoral thesis under the control and responsibility of the following thesis directors:

The aforesaid professors undertake to exercise full, coordinated and joint supervision of the aforementioned doctoral thesis.
THREE. ENROLMENT
The doctoral student shall hold this status, for which they will have to enroll annually for academic supervision, paying the appropriate fees at the University of ____________________, and will be exempt from paying them at the University of ____________________ (indicate as appropriate).
FOUR. ASSESSMENT PANEL
The composition and the operating rules of the doctoral thesis assessment panel shall comply with the regulations of the education systems involved.

FIVE. CHARACTERISTICS OF THE JOINT SUPERVISION OF THE THESIS
The thesis will be written in ____________________ (language), accompanied by a summary and conclusions in one of the sections in ____________________ (language). The defense of the thesis may be carried out in either of these languages (or in the language of the university in which the defense is being conducted). 
The preparation of the thesis is to be undertaken in continuous or alternating stays at the two universities. The protection of the object of the thesis, as well as the publication, exploitation and protection of the results obtained through the doctoral student’s research project in the signatory institutions will be subject to the regulations in force in the field of intellectual property in each country and to the specific procedures of each university.
SIX. TRAVEL AND SOCIAL AND HEALTH COVERAGE

The doctoral student will be responsible for arranging their travel, accommodation and meals, and for obtaining a visa and/or any other immigration documentation required by the two countries to which the universities signing this Agreement belong.

The doctoral student will also be responsible for taking the necessary steps to obtain the necessary social and health coverage in the country of the university where the corresponding stays are to be carried out. This will be required to prove that the student has accident and health insurance in that country, as well as coverage for repatriation due to illness or death.
SEVEN. DEFENSE OF THE THESIS
The single defense of the thesis shall be held at the University of ____________________. Once it has been passed, both universities undertake to issue the corresponding doctoral degrees, each of which shall state ‘Thesis in joint supervision with the University of ____________________’, insofar as the respective regulations governing the issuing of official university degrees in force in each country allow this to be done.
The title of Doctor may include the words ‘International Doctorate’ on the front page, if stays are made in institutions other than the signatories of this Agreement, provided that the requirements of the regulations in force in each country and the procedures of each university are met. 
The payment of the expenses arising from the defense of the doctoral thesis prepared under the co-supervision regime established in this Agreement shall be calculated pursuant to the regulations in force in this respect at the university where the defense takes place. (In the event that this takes place at the University of Burgos, such funding shall be provided pursuant to the regulations governing the joint supervision co-tutelle system in place at the University of Burgos).
EIGHTH. MONITORING COMMITTEE

A Joint Agreement Monitoring Committee comprising (number of representatives) from the University of Burgos (give name and/or position of the representatives) and by (number of representatives) from the University of ____________________ (give name and/or position of the representatives).

This Committee shall be responsible for matters relating to the development and monitoring of this Agreement, as well as for the resolution of all questions arising in relation to the interpretation of the Agreement and its proper application.
The role of the monitoring committee comprises the following responsibilities:
1. Ensure compliance with the obligations set forth in this Agreement.
2. The resolution of any incidents that may arise as a result of the application and development of this Agreement.

3. Any other responsibilities entrusted thereto by the parties to this Agreement.

The Joint Agreement Monitoring Committee shall meet when requested by either of the parties and, in all circumstances, at least once a year.

NINE. DATA PROTECTION

The parties undertake to comply with the personal data protection regulations in force in both countries.

TEN. DURATION OF THE AGREEMENT
This Agreement shall come into force at its signature date and shall last for a period of ______ year(s) (a period of four years is recommended). 
At any time before the end of the term of the Agreement, the signatories hereto may jointly agree in writing to extend the term of the Agreement for a period of up to ______ (maximum four years) additional years.
In all circumstances, the validity of this Agreement shall not extend beyond the date of the thesis defense and shall be conditional upon the effective enrolment of the doctoral student in the two universities.

ELEVEN: AMENDMENT AND TERMINATION OF THE AGREEMENT
Any amendment to this Agreement should be mutually agreed by the two parties hereto. This Agreement shall conclude upon the completion of the proceedings or upon termination. The reasons for termination are those established under the law of the two countries and shall include:
(a) The expiry of the term of the Agreement without an extension thereto having been agreed.
(b) The mutual agreement of all signatories.
(c) Failure by any of the signatories to comply with the obligations and commitments undertaken.
In any event, either party may notify the other who is deemed to be in breach of the Agreement in order that they rectify the breached obligations and commitments within two months. The head of the body responsible for the monitoring and supervision of the implementation of the Agreement will be notified of this requirement, as will other signatories.
If the non-compliance continues after the period indicated in the request, the party sending the request shall notify the signatory parties of the occurrence of the cause for termination and the Agreement shall be deemed to be terminated.
(d) Due to a ruling handed down by a court law declaring the nullity of the Agreement.
(e) For any motive other than those provided for in the Agreement or in other legislation.
The fulfilment and termination of the Agreement shall give rise to the settlement thereof in order to determine the obligations and commitments of each of the parties. With regard to any actions in progress, at the suggestion of the Joint Monitoring Committee the parties may agree on their continuation and completion, establishing a non-extendable period for their completion after which they must be settled.

TWELVE. LEGAL NATURE AND JURISDICTION

This Agreement is of an administrative nature and shall be regulated by the provisions set out in its clauses. Its interpretation and performance shall be governed by the legal system applicable to each of the signatory institutions.

The resolution of any disputes that may arise regarding the interpretation and application of this Agreement shall be resolved by mutual agreement between the parties through the Joint Monitoring Committee provided for in the previous clause. If consensus is not possible, the Party whose law is applicable shall have jurisdiction for the resolution of disputes, depending on the nature of the dispute and the place in which it originates.
And in witness whereof, the parties sign this Agreement in two equally valid counterparts in the place and on the date first written above.
