HOW TO GET TO BURGOS 

Burgos is a Spanish city located in the region of Castilla y León, in the north-eastern part 

of the country. Its strategic location between Madrid and Bilbao—two of Spain’s most 

important transportation and communication hubs—makes it highly accessible and 

well-connected.  

By plane from MADRID-Barajas Adolfo Suárez Airport (MAD), being the most common 

point of entry. Once in Madrid, there are a few options to reach Burgos:  



 

  

 

   
 

• BUS from Madrid Airport (Terminal T4): The Alsa bus company offers direct 

services from Terminal T4 to Burgos. This is the most affordable and convenient 

option, with a journey time of approximately 2 hours and 45 minutes and a cost of 

€20–40. Website Alsa 

• BUS Via Avenida de América Bus Station: If the direct bus does not align with 

your arrival time, you can take the Metro Madrid (approx. 20 minutes) to the 

Avenida de América transport hub and board an Alsa bus to Burgos from there. A 

journey time of approximately 2 hours and 45 minutes and a cost of €20–40.

• By TRAIN from Madrid Chamartín Clara Campoamor Train Station:  

Another alternative is taking the “Cercanías” (local train) from Terminal T4 to Madrid 

Chamartín (approx. 20 minutes), where you can connect to a “Renfe” train to Burgos. 

While trains are generally less frequent than buses, high-speed options (AVE or Alvia) are 

available, a cost of €30- €60. Travel time ranges from 2 to 3 hours.  

Other nearby airports:  

• From Valladolid (VLL): After arriving at Valladolid Airport, take a taxi (approx. €20) or 

the airport bus (coordinated with flight times) to the city. From there, you can either take 

an Alsa bus or a Renfe train to Burgos. Trains from Valladolid are generally cheaper than 

those from Madrid. “Media Distancia Renfe” trains are slower but economical, while 

“Alvia” or “AVE” Renfe trains offer a faster (approx. 45 minutes) and still  affordable 

alternative. Both stations  are close to each other.  

• From Bilbao (BIO) or Santander (SDR): Both cities offer bus and train connections to 

Burgos. From the airport, travel to the city’s bus or train station by bus or taxi, and 

continue your journey to Burgos via direct Alsa bus or Renfe train. The prices are similar 

to those of the previous options.  

There are other options: 

- Hiring a car can cost around €250. 

- Shared Cars – Blablacar € 15 - €20 

 



 

  

 

   
 

• For students from Portugal, there are also Flixbus options from Porto, Braga, and 

Leiria, directly to Burgos. Travel time is around 7 to 24 hours, depending on the route 

and the line. 

Travel Options: From Leiria to Burgos: 

• Alsa: Typically involves a transfer in Madrid (Estación Sur) or Valladolid. The average 
duration is between 9 and 12 hours, depending on the layover time. 

• FlixBus: The most common connection is via Lisbon (Oriente) or through Spanish 
transit hubs such as Salamanca. 
 

From Porto to Burgos: 

• Alsa: Operates direct lines departing from Porto (Airport, Casa da Música, or 
Campanhã) straight to Burgos. The average duration is approximately 8 to 9 hours. 

• FlixBus: While some direct options are available, it frequently offers routes with a 
transfer in Bilbao or Vitoria-Gasteiz with a stop in Burgos.

OTHER USEFUL INFORMATION 

Please note that Uber, Cabify, and Bolt do not operate in Burgos. To get around the city, 
you have two main options:  

Bus Station:  Calle de Miranda, 4, 09002, Burgos. 

Local bus Ticket Price: €1.20 https://movilidad.aytoburgos.es/  

Train Station: C/Rosa de Lima, 09007, Burgos  

Taxis in the city of Burgos are available 24 hours a day. They may be reserved by  

telephone, by Internet with  app or website and ABU TAXI: +34 947 27 77 77. 

The majority of taxis also carry a chip and pin machine, allowing passengers to pay by 
credit card.  

Language:  The official language in Burgos is Spanish.  

Time zone: Spain follows Central European Time (CET), which is UTC +1 during standard 
time and UTC +2 during daylight saving time (from late March to late October). Visitors 
should be aware that daily schedules in Spain often run later than in many other 
countries, especially when it comes to meals.  

Breakfast is usually light and taken between 7:30 and 10:00 a.m.  

Lunch, the main meal of the day, is typically served from 1:30 to 3:30 p.m.  

Dinner is generally eaten later in  the evening, from around 8:30 to 10:30 p.m. 



 

  

 

   
 

Many restaurants and kitchens do not open for dinner before 8:00 p.m., so planning 
accordingly is recommended.  

Shops and businesses often close for a midday break between 2:00 and 5:00 p.m.,  
although this is less common in large urban areas or shopping centres.  

Tipping: If the service received is considered satisfactory, especially in bars and 
restaurants, a tip is often left.  

Weather and Climate: The climate of Burgos is slightly continental, with moderately 
cold winters and hot, sunny summers, though with cool nights. The city is at 860 meters 
above sea level. We are in the northern part of the Spanish meseta, but to the east is the 
northern part of the mountains of the Iberian System. The average temperature of the 
coldest month (January) is of 35 °C, that of the warmest months (July and August) is of 20 
°C.  

Banks: Banks are open from Monday to Friday between 8:30 a.m. and 2:30 p.m. There 
are no banks open on Saturday and Sunday. There are 24-hour automatic tellers around 
the city, and most (Servired, 4B, etc.) offer international services.  

Exchanging money : There are no exchange offices in Burgos, so it is recommended that 
you change money at the airport or going to the bamk services and ask for it.   

Credit cards: Most hotels, restaurants and shops in Burgos accept the main credit cards 
such as American Express, VISA, Mastercard, 4B, Access y Diners Club.  

Electricity: Spain uses a 230-volt supply voltage and 50 Hz frequency. Power outlets in 
Spain are of type C and F, which are the standard round two-pin plugs used in most 
European countries. If you are traveling from a country with different plug types (such as 
the UK, USA, or Japan), you will need a plug adapter, and in some cases, a voltage 
converter if your devices are not dual voltage. It’s a good idea to bring at least one 
universal travel adapter to charge your electronic devices during your stay. Adapters are 
available in most hardware stores.
