Airport of the pickup will be in the cities of Mexicali or Tijuana in Mexico. 

In the case of the United States, it will be at the San Diego Airport. 

The service is free of charge and will be provided by the university. 

 
Housing and Living Expenses 

There are no dormitories, facilities at CETYS. The international office will provide a list of options; 

however the students are free to select their own housing options.
