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COLLABORATION AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE UNIVERSITY OF BURGOS AND _______ UNIVERSITY FOR CO-TUTORSHIP OF DOCTORAL THESES

BETWEEN

Mr. Manuel Pérez Mateos, Rector of the University of Burgos, on behalf of and in representation of the academic institution, by virtue of the article 20.1 of the Organic Law 6/2001, of 21 December, of Universities, modified by the Organic Law 4/2007, of 12 April, as well as the articles 81 and 83 of the Agreement 262/2003, of 26 December, of the Junta de Castilla y León, by which the Statutes of the University of Burgos are approved. 

And, Mr. _________ 

Both parties, mutually recognising the legal capacity of the other to formalise this agreement, and on behalf of the entities they represent,

DECLARE

That both institutions share the aim of promoting and developing scientific cooperation among their research groups, for which both universities encourage the mobility of doctoral students of their respective institutions.

On the basis of this common interest, the University of Burgos and _______ University have interest in offering a co-tutorship regime for the elaboration of doctoral theses. For that purpose, both parties agree on the signing of this Collaboration Agreement that will be regulated by the following

CLAUSES

FIRST. AIM OF THE AGREEMENT

The object of the present agreement is to establish the general conditions for the institutional collaboration between the University of Burgos and the _________ University for the co-tutorship of Doctoral theses. 

Co-tutorship is the elaboration of an original research supervised by two researchers from two different universities, which defence takes place in one of those universities, but which leads to the Doctorate Degree by both of them.

Each co-tutorship has to be developed within the framework of a Specific Agreement signed by the two universities.

SECOND, ACCESS TO THE CO-TUTORSHIP REGIMEN

Doctoral candidates willing to realise a Doctoral Thesis in a co-tutorship regime have to enrol in a Doctorate Program offered by any of the Universities participant in the agreement. Applicants have to submit a written memo to the competent body in both universities. This body will proceed according to the procedure stablished in the corresponding Specific Agreement. 

The Doctoral candidate must formalise his/her condition of Doctoral student in both universities, which will assume the compromise of exempting him from the registration fees.  Therefore, the student will pay his/her annual enrolment fee only in the University considered in the agreement, remaining exempt from the obligation of payment in the other university. The student must fulfil all requirements for enrolling in the Doctorate program in each institution.

THIRD. COURT EVALUATING THE DOCTORAL THESIS

The composition and operating regime of the court of the Doctoral Thesis will be mutually designed by both universities and it will be composed in compliance with the regulations of the University where the presentation is made. 

FOURTH. ELABORATION AND DEFENCE OF THE DOCTORAL THESIS

The thesis is to be defended only once in one of the two universities concerned, according to the specific agreement between the two universities. 

The time dedicated to preparing the thesis will be consecutively divided between the two universities or over various periods of time. The minimum research stay in each of them cannot be less than _______ months. The total period for the elaboration of the thesis cannot be lower/greater than __________ .

Protection of the subject of the thesis, and also the publication, use and results of the research obtained by the doctoral candidate through the research made in the universities concerned must be guaranteed in agreement with the intellectual property regulations of each country and with the specific procedures of each university. 

The funding of the expenses originated by the thesis defence elaborated under the co-tutorship regime stablished in this agreement will be realised in compliance with the regulations on this subject of the University where the defence takes place. In the case the defence takes place in the University of Burgos the funding will be realised in compliance with the regulation of co-tutorship regime of this university.

FIFTH. SOCIAL AND HEALTH COVERAGE

The doctoral candidate will be responsible for realizing the necessary procedures to subscribe for the social and health coverage stipulated in the countries where he/she is going to do the corresponding research stays. The doctoral candidate will be asked to submit a certification of accident and health insurance, as well as coverage of repatriation in the case of illness and death. 

SIXTH. EXPEDITION OF THE DOCTORATE TITLE

Once the doctoral thesis is approved, both universities agree to award the corresponding Doctorate title, with an express mention in each of them of the “co-tutorship regime”, in compliance with the regulations of each country about expeditions of official universities titles.

SEVENTH. VALIDITY OF THE CO-TUTORSHIP AGREEMENT

This agreement will enter into force the day of the signing by the representatives of both entities and will remain valid for a period of five years. This period will be automatically extendable for the same period of time, unless one part presents a previous complaint. This complaint must be made, at least, six months in advance of the expiration date of the initial period or of any of the extensions.

EIGHTH. RESOLUTION OF THE AGREEMENT

This agreement can be resolved by any of the two universities through a complaint expressly communicated to the other part at least 90 days in advance. In any case, the complaint of the agreement will respect the finalisation of the activities in process. 

NINTH. RESOLUTION OF CONTROVERSIES

The possible controversies arisen when interpreting and implementing the present agreement will be mutually resolved between both parts. If no consent can be reached, it will be jurisdiction of the resolution of controversies the one of the Part which Law is applicable.

And as proof of their conformity with the content of this agreement, both parties hereby sign it in two original copies, both equally valid, in the place and on the date stated above.
