	Description of activities,tasks
	Our Institute is a Comprehensive school and includes Kindergarten (pupils from 3 to 5 years old),  Primary school (6-10) and Lower secondary school (11-14). We apply for an assistant to support our needs here illustrated. To encourage the learning of English in the three types of schools , from childhood to secondary level, the teachers of Italian and foreign languages ​​will prepare a plan that guarantees the " transversal learning" horizontally, with links to the different disciplines, and "continuity" in a vertical way, with the progression of skills and knowledge related to the various skills and the development of diversified strategies. In particular, the kindergarten and the primary school will create learning environments that stimulate curiosity and interest of children to deal with different languages ​​and solicit to express themselves and communicate naturally in English. The proposed activities for this age group will be different plays where musical instruments and  body languages will be privileged to introduce the first elements of the English language, to store the new terms, chant, songs and rhymes . Through role play, games with classmates or deliveries requiring bodily responses and verbal instructions in foreign language, students will be motivated to communicate, socialize and interact with others using the English language. 

Gradually, even in lower secondary school, will be proposed activities act to develop not only the motivation, but also authentic communication skills through, for example, the use of information technology and e-twinning, in order to allow students to interact both in oral and written correspondence with foreign peers and participate in projects with schools from other countries. It would also be possible to create situations where the foreign language is used to convey and promote learning related to different disciplines .The use of images, video, listening to stories and traditions of other countries , will allow the knowledge of different cultures and allow the student to develop appropriate multilingual and multicultural skills and acquire the first tools to exercise active citizenship. In the secondary school will also be possible to give more space and importance to the reflection on language to introduce both the conventions in use in a given speech community and similarities and differences between languages ​​and cultures.
