For stays longer than 90 days, students must request a 

residence permit at SEF. 

Non EU nationals Must apply for student visa in the closest Portuguese Consulate 

or Embassy. And inform our Study Abroad where they applied 

for the visa.

Notwithstanding other required documents students will need 

to provide an acceptance letter from the School of Arts and 

Humanities.  

The acceptance letter will be sent to the students after 

completion and validation of the application.

Students with a valid visa for a Schengen Member State don’t
